Step 1: Install Free Software

and ciick to install OverDrive Media Console

and Windows Media Player.

Nofe: Windows Operating System 98 SE or later is required.

. The first time you open OverDrive Media Console

or download an audiobook, you will be
prompted to complete a one-time security
upgrade for Windows Media Player. This enables
playback of copy-protected Windows Media files.

Step 2: Browse & Check Out Titles

+ OverDrive Media Console will test for storage
space, You will have the option to delete fitles if
the device is full.

» After the transfer is complete, you may
disconnect your device.,

5. Select the "Now Playing’ list under the *Playlists’,

6. Select the part you wish to burn and drag it to
the Burn List".
